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Systems and Knowledge Management Workshop

An inspiring workshop titled Systems and Knowledge Management (SKM) took place at the University of Paisley, on December 7, 2002. The workshop was hosted jointly by the University of Paisley and the UK Systems Society (UKSS.) It was attended by twenty three delegates, some of whom had come from as far away as South Africa, Sweden and Greece to join in the activities. 

Organised by Gill Ragsdell and Costas Iliopoulos (from the School of ICT) the SKM workshop was a first attempt to explore the interplay between systems thinking, business strategy, knowledge management and IT supported knowledge systems, in a stimulating and supportive environment.

Four presentations by distinguished guest speakers gave delegates different perspectives on contemporary “hot” concepts, and insights into some of the current activities of theoreticians and practitioners. Group discussions provided delegates with opportunities to pursue further particular areas of interest and discuss more specialised issues. 

The workshop is expected to lead to similar ventures in the future. Meanwhile a number of delegates have already accepted the invitation to submit a paper to a special edition of Systemist (the journal publication of UKSS) that will be edited during April.
